Please hand the pack to the applicant and parent/guardian and arrange for its full completion and return to me as soon as possible by no later than 11th April 2018.   Please make sure that the club’s payment is attached to the completed Application Form.      The Application will not be processed until full payment has been received.
An initial and vital element of the RYLA process falls to your club.   That is to make sure that the applicant is properly interviewed by one or more Rotarians to confirm that s/he understands the nature of the course and the requirements of attendance.   The opportunity should also be taken to give the applicant some information about Rotary in general and more specifically about your club.  This knowledge may well be tested during the course.    Please make sure that the applicant is advised that s/he may be asked to attend your club to make a presentation of the activities undertaken and the benefits gained from the course.   This again forms a part of the overall aims of the course, to develop confidence in public speaking.
If possible please take the opportunity to re-assure parents that we take the safety and pastoral care of all students on the course extremely seriously and do all we can to ensure that everyone has a really enjoyable weekend experience.
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May I also take this opportunity to remind you that it is the responsibility of the sponsoring club to ensure that transport for the applicant to and from the course has been arranged.   Arrival should be timed to be between 4pm and 5pm on the Friday.      The Presentation Ceremony, to which parents and other family members are cordially invited, will take place at 4.30pm on the Sunday.  Parents and families are welcome to look around the centre on arrival, if they so wish.
Please also advise the parents of the applicant that approximately seven days before the start of the course I will send them an email, or in the absence of an email address, will write to them giving emergency contact details for myself, other Rotarians who will be at Whitehall, together with the mobile number of the duty member of Whitehall staff in attendance and a land line number for the Whitehall Centre.     I will leave it till a week in advance of the course so that the numbers provided are as up to date and accurate as possible.
