· Must be able to relate to young people and to build up a rapport with them.

· Must be able and willing to familiarise themselves and comply with Rotary District 1220 policies in respect of Safeguarding, Dealing with Complaints, Accusations and Whistle Blowing and all other aspects of the safe running of a RYLA course.
· Must be capable of identifying Health and Safety risks and taking remedial action.


· Must have the welfare and safety of all students on the course at the forefront of all their thinking.
