Rotary Youth Leadership Awards (RYLA) Whitehall, Buxton
Code of Conduct
As a part of its overall youth programme Rotary International District 1220 places the Rotary Youth Leadership Awards weekend as one of its highest priorities.  We as the Rotarian organisers of the weekends, together with the staff at Whitehall do all we can to make the experience not just a fun, but also a safe and healthy learning environment.    We expect all students who are taking part in the weekend to treat it with the same attitude and respect.  Because it is a residential experience, all students taking part are expected to maintain the highest standards of conduct and behavior whilst on the course.   This includes adherence to this Code of Conduct.  The parents of any student found not to be complying with this Code will be notified and they may be asked to remove the offending student from the course straight away at their own expense.
Learning to live in such a residential setting is seen as a part of the overall learning experience. The aims and objectives of the course include team building, developing healthy relationships with other students and leaders and developing leadership skills.  Compliance with the Code of Conduct is seen as an essential element of this.
Students must at all times during the course endeavor to comply with all aspects of this code:-

· Participants will attend all scheduled meetings and activities and are expected to 'have a go' at all activities and to take on a “leadership” role when required. 
· Participants are expected to conduct themselves during all activities in a manner that will bring credit to themselves, their schools, their families, and their sponsoring Rotary Clubs.
· In particular, bullying of any sort, verbal, physical or otherwise will not be tolerated and anyone found to have indulged in such behavior may well be sent home immediately at the expense of their parents.

· SMOKING IS PROHIBITED at all times during the course.  This is out of respect all participants, to avoid a potential fire hazard and so far as the buildings are concerned, to comply with the law.
· ANY MEDICATIONS, whether prescribed or over-the-counter (eg Paracetamol), must be handed over to Course staff at the beginning of the course.  They will ensure that such medications are available and taken as required.   All medicine and tablet containers must be properly and adequately labelled with the nature of the medication, the name of the course member and the dosage instructions.  These must be accompanied by a completed “Permission to administer medicines” form (One per item).
·  Inhalers and epipens may be kept on your person but the RYLA organisers must be notified of the student’s possession of such medication.
· Alcohol, drugs and unidentified medications are NOT ALLOWED anywhere, at anytime, during the course.  Any participant found in possession of any such item will immediately be sent home.
· Recreation activities are limited to those periods of the day and evening available for such activities.
· All Injuries must be reported immediately to one of the RYLA staff.
· Personal music devices are permitted during free time only.
· Mobile Phones are an unnecessary distraction during RYLA courses and their use by students conflicts with the objectives of the course. Facilities are available for the safe storage of such items for the duration of the course.  It is however recommended that such items are not brought on the course.   If they are brought they must be stored in the facilities provided.    They may be returned on request, in free time periods for a specific reason.   Inappropriate use of a mobile phone will result in the equipment being confiscated for the duration of the course.
· LIGHTS-OUT is a scheduled time contained in the course programme.   All students are expected to be quiet after lights out and remain in their allotted dormitories.   It is expected that all participants will respect their fellow students by complying with the Lights Out policy.
· Separate accommodation is provided for males and females.  Visiting accommodation occupied by participants of the opposite sex is strictly forbidden.
· Participants will take care not to damage the buildings or any of the equipment at the Centre or the property of other participants.   
· Participants are expected to maintain their personal space in dormitories in a clean and tidy condition during the course.   They should also assist in ensuring that public spaces within the Centre are also kept clean and tidy at all times.   Participants will be required to assist in setting tables in preparation for meals and clearing up tables etc afterwards.   Other specific tasks will be allocated to participants during the course
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
