Job Title

Residential Volunteer at a Rotary Youth Leadership Awards (RYLA) weekend course at Whitehall Outdoor Pursuits Centre, Buxton.

Responsible to 
The Rotarian Course Co-ordinator.

Main Aim of Role
As part of a team of volunteers to ensure that students attending the RYLA Course are able to enjoy the time they spend on the course in a safe and well managed environment, both at the centre and whilst on outdoor activities.

Specific Duties

· To assist the Rotarian Course Co-ordinator and the Whitehall staff in the general running of the course.

· To monitor the attitudes and behaviour of students with a view to identifying any changes in attitudes or relationships between students.
· To be aware of any student displaying signs or symptoms of distress or unease, either as a result of one of the course activities or as a result of other issues.

· To provide pastoral guidance and advice to students as required and to relay any concerns to the Rotary Course Co-ordinator.
· To take all reasonable steps to ensure that any health and safety hazards are brought to the attention of Whitehall staff and are rectified.

· To be present overnight (as required) and to be available to students should they require advice or guidance. 


· Should the volunteer become aware of any physical, sexual or emotional abuse or bullying of any sort, to bring it immediately to the attention of the Rotary Course Co-ordinator.

· To comply fully with the District policies in relation to Safeguarding of children

· To comply fully with the District policies in relation to dealing with complaints,

accusations and whistle-blowing.

· To carry out any other reasonable tasks as requested by the Rotary Course 
Co-ordinator.
